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Fermilab qualifies for the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency’s (IEPA’s)  Registration of Smaller Sources (ROSS), 35 Illinois Administrative Code (IAC) 201.175.  The program is not optional so facilities that meet the criteria must register.  Fermilab has been registered since September 2012.  The tables below verify that Fermilab’s emissions meet the requirements of the ROSS rules.  Table 1 summarizes Fermilab’s qualifications for each element of the rule.  Table 2 tallies Fermilab’s actual emissions for the past twelve months.
